Technology used: 

ASP

Access DB (ID, salesCompany, salesState, salesAmount, salesDate)

Description:
An online application to display sales data by company, and by state. 

Results are displayed by totals for state, or all individual sales, and can be sorted by company, state, amount, and date by clicking on the column title. The data can be filtered by state - choose Florida only, and you see only the data for that state. Multiple states can be chosen. 

Default view is all records visible. 

The link above the chart changes the view to sales totals, and back.

I have included "Check All", "Uncheck All", and "Invert Selection" features, for the sake of usability.

This application is easily viewed in an 800 pixel wide browser. This application is validated as w3c compliant, section 508 compliant, and conforms to xhtml standards to be forward compatible.

Although this application behaves as though there is a separate query and result page, they are one in the same. It just seemed more efficient that way. I have placed the document "sales.asp" inside a frameset that contains it only. This is to set the initial status to "all states checked."

Actions:

Received initial spec 30 April 2005

Printed spec document, and began review of initial requirements.

1 - By "array", it appears that what you are after is a spreadsheet-like table to display the results. Is this correct, or do you mean that the project requires that I use VBS arrays in the code?
 

2 - The spec mentions no database is necessary - if I wish use a little access table, so that queries can be dynamic, is that permissible?
 

3 - You said to make a border around the table without using the "border=x" attribute - can I use CSS (stylesheets) to make the border? 
 

4 - You said to make use of at least one function, or object - does it matter if the function is in Javascript, or did you want to specify server-side functions exclusively?
 

5 - If this were a real-world application, would it be public-facing? (I didn't plan on making a secure login, or anything like that - I'm just asking so I know what to include in the meta tags and search engine optimization stuff.) If publicly available, I will treat it as though it were a public application that you want to be indexed by web crawlers and such.

2005-04-30: Added Illinois (6th state) just to test “No records found”.

2005-05-01: Added arrays and loops to eliminate 83 lines of code. I also wrapped the entire application in a frameset, “default.asp” so the information passed on the query string would not be visible, and so that the initial state for the application would be to show all, and check all of the “Filter by” checkboxes.

I also made the state names next to the checkboxes be labels, (contributes to making it 508 compliant) and gives it “Microsoft” feel, in that the user can click on the state name and the checkbox will be checked. 

2005-05-03: Added JavaScript functions to enable checking, un-checking, an inversion of selection of checkboxes. Initial testing complete – in concordance with the project specifications, I removed 6th state (Illinois – used to test “no records found” functionality).

I would expect user acceptance / review / modification cycle to begin here.
